In the
older wing of the home the original breezeway has been remodeled into a sitting room with a
woodstove and modern kitchen. In the oldest part of the home a living room with a fireplace and
built-in bookcases offers an ideal place for entertaining family and friends, while a formal dining
room adjoins it.  The upstairs contains an additional bedroom and bathroom and a small room
currently used as a study. Reclaimed hardwood floors and paneling can be found throughout
the house. A screened back porch and a front porch offer additional locations to relax. This
quintessential Vermont farmhouse possesses a great deal of New England charm which must
be seen to be fully appreciated, pictures alone just cannot capture it's wonderful ambience. On
the grounds of the property are four apple trees, a vegetable garden,  numerous lilac bushes
and flower beds, a small vineyard producing Cabernet Franc grapes, two beehives, and a small
barn Currently used as a woodshop.
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
